9) attend an hour long training, which we will work with the Internet Archive and you to set up and you
have your users identified. After that, the Internet Archive will need a single point of contact from each
institution for technical and logistical questions.

A tenth user login will be setup for access by LC to enable us to run reports and get statistics about the
content you are collecting as a part of this project.
